Our farming project in the village is
under way and we are beginning to see
our first fruits. Six rai of tomatoes, two
rai of japanese pumpkin and some
jalapenos (over three acres total).

the end of May.

have a lot of water to irrigate farmland in
the village. At the moment the water is
still rising and we aren’t sure how much
water we will have. But it’s already
head high. We are already using the
water to irrigate our crops and have
plans to raise fish in it as well. We are
also looking into the possibility of
bringing the water all the way to the
village. This would include more pipe,

a tank, pump and a lot of electrical
wire.  This would be vital for the
village as they ran out of water near
the end of February and won’t have
any until the rains hit at the end of
June.

Visitors We have had many
visitors come and go in the last few
months. Adam’s parents were here for a
few weeks as well as Emmet Blue.
Emmet was able to join us in the village
and help out with some of the work in
the coftee field as well as helping us build
a new balcony off our house. Then in
January our good friend Andre Kempton
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came and stayed a month. He taught
Prang and the kids how to bake
sourdough bread and croissants. He too

also joined us in the village and we were
able to go camping and explore many
villages on dirt bikes.
